Location of MIS Department in Faculty of Administration
was historically appropriate, and it is desirable to maintain a
continued close relationship.

v’ What is MIS?

Management Information Systems (MIS) refers broadly to a
computer-based system that provides managers with the tools
for organizing, evaluating and efficiently running their
departments. In order to provide past, present and prediction
information, an MIS can include software that helps in
decision making, data resources such as databases, the
hardware resources of a system, decision support systems,
people management and project management applications,
and any computerized processes that enable the department
to run efficiently.
