(0750799.2)- Presentation Directives 

For Thesis Program Students
The M.Sc. thesis preparation, at the Computer Science Department, is regulated by the following process:
1. Seminar Outline
· M.Sc. students in the thesis track are required to make 4 presentations during their research.
1. Proposal Presentation
2. First Progress Seminar

3. Second Progress Seminar

4. Thesis Presentation

· The details for each are below
2. Proposal presentation
· The student should complete Forms 14 and 15 (What about form 7?) according to the regulation by Deanship of Academic Research and Graduate Studies Deanship of Academic Research and Graduate Studies 
· The Program Guidance Committee (PGC) of the CS Department will set the date and the time of the seminar (During one week after sending the thesis proposal).

· The student presents the thesis proposal in 20 minutes to a specialized scientific committee according to the following framework:

· What is the problem? (Problem statement). Define the research problem (not an application or programming). This problem must be in the computer science domain.
· Why student selects this problem? (Problem motivations).  Prove the importance of the stated problem from actual appropriated and active researches.
· How is it currently handled? (Tightly related to the previous works).  Focus on lacks that should be enhanced by the student. This study is based on recent works (not older than five years) and as broad as it is possible.
· What is the thesis expected contribution? (Lacks in the similar works that students should be solved). The student should be selected from the above stated weaknesses in the similar previous works some significant ones which is expected to solve A non exhaustive list of  enhancements may be:
· Enhance an algorithm

· Enhance a Methodology, a Technique

· Enhance an Architecture

· Provide a  missing part  (ex: semantic of a language)

· Enhance a language (syntax + semantic)

· Suggest a new Model, enhance a Model 

· Suggest a new concept, enhance a concept

· …………
· How to achieve these contributions? (Research methodology). Present an initial scientific research process which will guide students to achieve the aim of research.
· What references have been used? Present a list of references according to the accredited norm.
· Discussion. The scientific committee will provide student comments in order to enhancing thesis quality.
3. First Progress Seminar
· To be presented as soon as early significant results are produced. The goal is to present the PGC research updates and receive any guidelines that might help the student while he/she is still early in the research process.
· The student submits Form 4 to the CS Department along with a document containing the material of the seminar (hard copy). 

· The PGC of the CS Department will set the date and the time of the seminar (Within one week after sending the material).

· The student presents the first seminar in 20 minutes to a specialized scientific committee according to the following framework:

· Summary of the problem statement and motivation.

· Information about the new results

· The approach that was followed to produce the results.
· Discussion. The scientific committee will provide student comments in order to enhancing thesis quality. 
· Any seminar doesn't not conform to these guidelines will be canceled.
4. Second Progress Seminar
· To be presented after most results are produced. The goal is to present the PGC research updates and receive any final comments before finalizing his research and thesis.
· The student submits Form 5 to the CS Department along with a document containing the material of the seminar (hard copy). 

· The PGC of the CS Department will set the date and the time of the seminar (Within one week after sending the material of the second seminar).

· The student presents the second seminar in 20 minutes to a specialized scientific committee according to the following Framework:

· Summary of the problem statement and motivation.

· Information about the new results

· The approach that was followed to produce the results.
· Discussion. The scientific committee will provide student comments in order to enhancing thesis quality. 
· Any seminar doesn't not conform to these guidelines will be canceled. 
5. Thesis Presentation
· The student should be contact the PGC of CS Department after he makes the two progress seminars, by providing four hard copies of the thesis and soft copy of its abstract and keywords.

· The PGC of the CS Department will verify that the thesis satisfies the feedback obtained from the first and second seminars.

· The PGC of the CS Department will set the date and the time of the viva (During three weeks after providing four hard copies of the thesis), 

· Present in 20 minutes to a discussion committee according to the following  Framework:

· What is the problem? (Problem statement). 
· Why this problem? (Problem motivations).  
· How is it actually handled? (Tightly related previous works).  Focus only on basic research works and what thesis's contributions are based on: Used approach, evaluation, and lack that student decided to enhance. 
· What is the thesis working for contributions? Fixed all previous lacks in the similar works then how to solve them. 
· How student achieved these contributions? Present the real contributions and show how to solve each lack which is fixed earlier.  (The student should be answered the following:  which approach has been used? How to design the model? , How algorithms are improved and/or implemented? etc….)
· How you evaluate your contribution? Results, comparison with similar works, usability, implementation issues, etc.
· What are perspectives on thesis's contributions? Research perspectives and recommendations. 
· Discussion. The discussion committee will provide the student the final comments to enhance the quality of the thesis with final evaluation (accept without revision, accept with minor revision, accept with major revision, or reject).
