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ABSTRACT

This article attempts to probe the level of creative thinking of teachers at Philadelphia
University in Jordan, and to define its relation with several independent demographic
variables, namely age, gender, duration of experience, specialization, and personality types
and traits. To accomplish this purpose, three questionnaires are administered on a
randomly-chosen sample of (90) teachers at Philadelphia University, Jordan. Findings point
out that personality traits included in the study are found available in teachers of
Philadelphia University at meager proportions. They can be arranged according to degree of
availability in the following descending order: amiable, persevering, savvy, courageous and
daring, intelligent, insightful, dynamic and active, and independent. The level of creative
thinking of teachers at Philadelphia University is found to be somewhat moderate. Besides,
there is no statistically significant relation between the creative thinking of teachers studied
and each of the following demographic variables: gender, age, experience, and personality
types. Specialization and amiability are concluded to affect the level of creative thinking: the
first positively and the second adversely. The other personality traits studied are not
available in proportions that considerably affect the level of creative thinking of teachers. As
for personality types, they were found to be mainly Epimetheans and Apollonians. Several
conclusions and recommendations concerning the teachinglearning environments and
processes are outlined.

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ABSTRACT

The present study aims to identify the perception of faculty members at Philadelphia
University about the concept of psychological capital (PsyCap), measure the level of job
performance, and determine the impact of the PsyCap on job performance. Using structured
guestionnaire, data was collected from (110) faculty members (assistant professor, associate
professor, professor) from 8 faculties in Philadelphia University, Jordan. Multiple Regression
analysis has been used to fi nd the impact of PsyCap on job performance. Results show that
the level of faculty members’ awareness to the concept of PsyCap is high. In addition the Job
performance was high in all dimensions. Moreover, it was found that hope dimension has a
statistical eff ect on all dimensions of job performance. In addition, self-effi cacy dimension
aff ect statistically on behavioral performance dimension. Finally, the resilience dimension
aff ect statistically on job performance dimension. However, the optimism dimension does
not signifi cantly aff ect any Job performance’s dimensions
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ABSTRACT

This study aims at investigating the relationship between parental separation (parental
divorce) and the underachievement of children in the primary stage. The study sample
consists of (100) children from two public schools (Mutah School for Girls and Al-Qurtubi
School for Boys), the Institution of Legal Aid and the Family Protection Center. The
average includes (50) children suffering from the problem of separation, and (50) live in
stable families in Zarqa City in Jordan. The data is collected from several sources: First, the
pupils’ marks during the preceding two years for all the sample members except the
second-grade pupils whose marks of only one year are considered. Second, the data is
collected in collaboration with home-room teachers, school records, and special records
of the pupils who suffer from separation problems. Third, parents of the target sample
group particularly the incubating father or mother after separation to know about their
children's educational records. To answer the study questions, arithmetic means and
standard deviations are used. The study results reveal that there are differences with
statistical significance in achievement between boys and girls in favor of the girls. The
study results also show that there are differences with statistical indications between
stable family children and separated families in favor of the children
of stable families, Furthermore, the results show that there is some linking relation
between the pupils’ achievement and the secure and safe situation of the families where
they live.
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Abstract

This study aimed at identifying the role of Jordanian youth associations in spreading the
national education and its relation to the tendency towards extremist intellectual
behavior among a sample of Jordanian university students. The study population consists
of (504) undergraduate students in the Jordanian universities, namely: Jordan University,
Yarmouk University, Philadelphia University, and Al-Ahliyya Amman University. They were
chosen in a deliberate manner. And have participations in activities organized by
students' affairs deans in their universities. The reliability and validity of the study tool
were verified. The results of the study showed that the role of the Jordanian youth
associations in spreading the national education came within the intermediate level. The
results also showed no statistically significant differences in the role of the Jordanian
youth associations in spreading the national education according to the gender variable
and the place of residence. There was also a strong correlation between the level of
national education and the tendency towards intellectual extremism among Jordanian

university students.
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Abstract

The study aimed to reveal the personality traits of international students in Jordanian
universities as affected by both the economic and political factors. The study sample
consisted of (410) foreign students in Jordanian universities, representing males (208) and
females (202).The results of the study showed that the personal characteristics of
international students are mainly affected by both economic and political status of their
original countries. The study showed that the most affecting factor is the economic rather
than the political. The students traits were also divided in four categories or levels: The
(Social) level was highest, the (emotional level) was the second in rank. The (cognitive level)
ranked in the third level. And finally ranked the (cultural level). There were also differences
between the average grade of individuals on the scale of personality traits and in each of its
areas according to the level of education variable. The results of the study showed that
there are statistically significant differences in personality characteristics according to the
level of education variable in the field of knowledge and were in favor of the master while
there were differences of statistical significance attributed to gender variable in favor of
females.
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The Role of TV Channels in Spreading Violence among Children from Parents Perspective
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Abstract

This study aimed at identifying the role of TV channels in spreading violence among children
from parent’s perspective and law besides highlighting parent’s points of view at what the
main issues that the TV channels should take into consideration in order to stop among
children. The study population comprised of 451 mothers and fathers (chosen randomly)
who watch TV channels for at least one hour on daily basis. The study showed that 71% of
the mothers considered the effect of TV channels in spreading violence as high one while
22% considered the effect as moderate and 7% said it is weak. The study showed that 59%
of the fathers considered the effect of TV channels in spreading violence as high one while
29% considered the effect as moderate and 12% said it is weak. The whole study population
agreed on the importance of cancelling programs which contain violent scenes and
concentrate on programs which enhance talents, creativity, good behavior, cooperation and
entertainment.
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Abstract

The current study aimed to explore the effect of role crisis on marital adjustment, job satisfaction and stress for
wives nurses. The data was collected by distributing four scales assess profession role conflict, marital adjustment,
job satisfaction and stress, we have also used ANOVA to determine the differences in role conflict levels according to
marriage duration, educational level and source of child care, in addition to the use of Chafe test that explores which
educational level is mainly effected by role conflict. The result shows that the role crisis has an inverse correlation
effect on marital adjustment and job satisfaction. The study recommend conducting studies to examine the ability of

counseling programs on reduce the level of psychological stress that related with role crisis for wives nurses.
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
