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Abstract

No Arab poet has enjoyed such universal attention and raised such a volume of
criticism and commentary as Al-Mutanabbee. It may be noted, though, that this
striking presence of Al- Mutanabbee has, in both old and recent arenas of criticism,
almost invariably taken the form of partisan stances. On the one hand, there are those
who choose to relentlessly defend him, in a glorifying tone that obstructs any useful
analysis of those laudable features which have characterized his poetry. On the other
hand, there are those who cling to a hostile attitude towards Al- Mutanabbee and
attack his character and faith.

In the midst of this polemic atmosphere, Abdul-Qaher Al-Jarjanee’s insightful
remarks in his book (Dala ilu 1- I Jaza,) Signs of Excellence, provide a rational
critical basis which can be relied on for assessing and appreciating Al- Mutanabbee s
poetry.

The present research reviews Al- Mutanabbee s poetry in the light of Dala ilu I- I
Jaza and abdul-Qaher Al-Jarjanee’s insightful remarks. By arranging and integrating
his comments one could come up with the following stylistic features in Al-
Mutanabbee s poetry:

First: The semantic interlinking of concepts.
Second: Revival of the dead metaphor.
Third: Advancing and deferring.

Fourth: Detaching and attaching,
