	Catharsis: A term introduced by Aristotle to refer to the emotional effect of drama in terms of releasing of negative emotions especially fear and pity. 
Decorum: A term introduced by Horace to refer to the proper relation that should exist between a literary work's form and its content. 

Influence of Horace of Neo-Classicism: His influence was mainly through two ideas: that poetry is to teach and delight and that it is a craft: it can be learned and it requires labor.
