Course module description:

To expose students to community-based pharmacy practice, to provide the opportunity to explore the community pharmacists’ approach to patient care, the role of pharmacists in patient care decision making, and how the community pharmacist and staff provide for the wellbeing of the patient. The student will develop knowledge and skills in providing pharmacy patient care in the community. The overall intent of this course is for the student to develop, practice and gain confidence in clinical decision making skills for managing the pharmacotherapy of patients in the community setting.

Course module objectives:

1. Students shall understand the role of the pharmacy department within the business

model of the community pharmacy.

2. Students shall understand the role and function of the community pharmacy within

the health care system.
3.  Assess each acute and chronic medical problem.
4. Effectively communicate, verbally and in writing (e.g., consultations progress notes, drug information responses and other documents), with other health care professionals (pharmacists, physicians, nurses, etc.) about therapeutic plans, other

patient care needs, and health care issues.
5.  Identify the following drug-related problems:

i. Drug therapy is needed for untreated indications.

ii. Patient is receiving a drug that has no indication and/or there is therapeutic duplication.

iii. There is a better choice of drug based on patient/disease characteristics, formulary, cost, etc.

v. Medication non-adherence.

vi. Drug induced disease/medical conditions.

vii. Socio-behavioral and economic barriers to effective drug therapy.

viii. Adverse drug reactions that are substantiated by laboratory, test, and physical findings.

ix. Routes of administration that are not the best, safest, and most cost-effective.
6. Identify and evaluate each drug-related problem.

Teaching methods:

Classes will be held twice a week. The content of this course will be presented in a

variety of different formats:

• Didactic lectures;
•  Discussion in class.
Learning outcomes:
1) To effectively counsel patients receiving prescription and non-prescription drug products from community pharmacies, 

2) To integrate the necessary distributive pharmacy skills with clinical skills to deliver pharmaceutical care in a timely fashion, and

3) To identify, intervene, and resolve potential or actual drug and/or nonpharmacologic therapeutic problems encountered in patients in a community pharmacy.

4) To communicate with health professionals, patients, and caregivers regarding rational drug therapy, wellness, and health promotion.

5) Generate physical assessment data by performing assessment techniques, where appropriate and allowable, such as blood pressure and pulse measurement, skin exam or requesting such information from the patient’s healthcare providers.

6) Gather and review laboratory or other diagnostic tests, where appropriate and allowable, that will effect therapeutic decision making.

7) Assess, design, implement, monitor, evaluate, and recommend modifications in drug and non-drug therapy to insure effective, safe, and economical patient care.

8) Monitor and counsel patients regarding the indications, uses, and potential side effects of their medications and related therapy.

9) Recommend, counsel, and monitor patient use of nonprescription and herbal medications, vitamins, and minerals.
