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Course module description

This is both a theoretical and  a practical course.  It aims at developing effective teaching skills and strategies in teaching a foreign language using some of the effective methods and approaches taken in 0120462.  Students are also trained in utilizing effective techniqus for teachnig specific activities and language skills.  The course elaborates on the techniqus of teaching specific activities and language skills.  The course makes use of observation, demonstration, micro-teaching and evaluation.

Course module objectives

· To increase the students’ understanding of language teaching and learning. 
· To better understand language functions and language testing. 
· To transfer the knowledge they gain from this course to their general learning.

· To introduce students to the most effective teaching methods.

Teaching methods:

Students are taught in a lecture format, but with allowance made for class practice and discussion of important issues. Some lectures will be given in the Computer lab, so that students will get the opportunity to watch lessons given as examples. In addition, students will be required to attend 9 hours in a school setting where English is used as the only language of instruction (if schools are open for face to face teaching).  A rough distribution of time allotted to all the above activities is as follows:

Duration: 15 weeks, 45 hours in total.

Lectures: 30 hours, 2 per week.

Tutorial: (responding to scenarios): 15 hours, 1 per week 

Exams: 4 hours (2 hours midterm, 2 hours final)

(Regularly students would be attending classes at a local school. However, due to school closures, this may not be an option.)
